Let's try connecting to the modem using HyperTerminal (Programs/Accessories/Communications/HyperTerminal). ��Connect to the modem using the COM port name. ��Verify that you are talking to the modem by typing ATZ followed by the Enter key ... and the modem should respond OK. ��If the modem is not echoing back the text that you type, issue the command ATE1V1. ��Then issue the following commands, and let me know what responses you get: ��AT+CPMS="SM" �AT+CMGL=0 �AT+CPMS="ME" �AT+CMGL=0 �
